The
Parish Council do not have any enforcement or legal powers to prevent the misuse of this Clerk
access but agreed to support the residents by investigating the possibility of raising a bye
law that will enable police to take criminal action against offenders and by informing the FC,
MP and police that the residents have the support of the Parish Council.

9.0 | HIGHWAY MATTERS

9.1 | IF (LCC) Reported that work toward the Lincoln Eastern By-pass (LEB) continues with land
acquisition, side road orders and Network Rail is to begin on the construction of a bridge at
the point where the LEB will bisect the railway line.
Once the inspectors report the scheme may proceed, tenders are received and budget
made available the main construction work should proceed.
